Mike Pereira has been involved in football
officiating since 1971. He spent 14 years
as an NCAA Division 1 football official
and joined the ranks of the NFL as a
sideline judge in 1996. After two years,

Mike was promoted to NFL Supervisor of
Officiating and in 2001 became Director
of Officiating for the NFL. In 2004 he

was promoted to Vice President of NFL
Officiating.

Since retiring from the NFL after the 2009
season, Mike has been the “go-to” guy for
Fox Sports as an NFL and college football
rules analyst where he monitors games and
provides viewers with insights into plays
and calls that warrant a rules interpretation
or explanation.

Mike believes the transition from vets

to refs is a natural one; “These men and
women (veterans) have been part of a team
before, and they’re disciplined, and they
have those types of characteristics you
need for officiating. I think it’s going to be
great for them and great for officiating”
